Resolved that all FY-05 selectees will be hailed in the next MSC Quarterly Luncheon.  Resolved that the Oahu MSC Association (OMSCA) to move monthly ExeCom Meeting to every [third] Monday of the month beginning Aug’04 and be updated into the By-Laws.
