1.  Purpose:  the purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to define the allocation of billeting aboard the Maritime Prepositioning Ships (MPS) to supporting agencies (U.S. Navy, U.S. Marine Corps, Military Sealift Command (MSC) and MPS operating companies).  The following is prepared in accordance with reference (a).

3.  Background:  Berthing allocations aboard MPS have not been adequately defined in the past.  The existing MOU dated Jan 23, 1998, does not encompass the USNS Martin, Stockham, or Wheat.  There needs to be a clearly defined allotment of staterooms and surge berthing for these agencies to help eliminate confusion, to assist in deployment planning and to ensure necessary personnel are adequately billeted aboard MPS.  This MOU is designed to identify, allocate and define stateroom and surge berthing assignments.

4.  Action:  The schematic (enclosure (1)) identifies stateroom and surge berthing allocations aboard each individual MPS.  Licensed officer and nonlicensed officer stateroom assignments for Offload Preparation Party (OPP) will be commensurate to the ranks established within applicable tables of organization or certificates of inspection.  New requirements shall be referred via the chain of command to Commandant of the Marine Corps (CMC) and/or Commander, Military Sealift Command (COMSC).

5.  Effective Date:  The MOU contained herein will become effective upon the signature of both parties to the understanding.  Amendments to this agreement can only be incorporated with the concurrence of both parties.

Notes:

1.  Total staterooms, including some staterooms converted to work spaces.

2.  Available for OPP and other surge forces.  OPP OIC coordinates billeting for all surge staterooms and open-bay style berthing.

3.  Staterooms designated for ships’ merchant mariners and other specified by the ships’ operating companies.

4.  Staterooms available for COMPSRON staff.

5.  MCMC/COR rooms are the maximum numbers of staterooms required.  Due to the frequent expansion and contraction of the MCMC personnel, there will be periods of vacancy.  If a room is vacant, temporary use of the room will be coordinated through the COR.  Each ship will have 2 Licensed and 10 unlicensed rooms.

7.  While vessel serves as flagship.

8.  Figure includes some staterooms that have been converted to work spaces.

9.  Figure includes some double staterooms (two or more persons berthed in a single room).
