MAJOR MINISTRY EVENTS

I MEF:

1ST MARDIV RMTs conduct a community outreach program in Oceanside to feed the homeless at Brother Benno’s Mission.

BATTLE STAFF PLANNING

Attended Joint Planning Group (JPG) for COBRA GOLD, BEVEL EXPRESS, ULCHI FOCUS LENS.  Created Religious Ministries JPG (RMJPG) for BEVEL EXPRESS that mirrored JPG.  Attended ISS/IPC/MPC for COBRA GOLD ’02.
