The Persona of Personalities was

highlighted concluding with SgtMaj Johnson, the first female to 

attend and graduate Drill School, San Diego and the first 

female Drill Instructor.  GySgt LaWanda Duarte presented an 

expressive worship dance that spoke to the power given to women 

by God.  The guest speaker was Maj Hollie Kelly, Executive 

Secretary for the Chief of Staff.  She challenged women to be 

mentors, and help juniors excel in the Marine Corps.

3.  Chaplain Carla Barry at Marine Corps Air Station, Iwakuni reported this:  “On February 20, 2003 we hosted a luncheon at Club Iwakuni celebrating 60 years of women in the Marine Corps.  We had 119 Marines/Sailors that attended and we were featured in the Newspaper and on the Nightly News/TV on the AFN Television station.  I included a program that details exactly what we did.
